Whereas, the SUPPLIER is in the business of supplying goods and ancillary services while the
CWD has jurisdiction, supervision and control over all waterworks within its service area in the City of
Calamba, Laguna.
Whereas, CWD opened the bids for certain goods particularly the Supply and Delivery of Various I.T

Equipment and Accessories of Different Departments (Rebidding) (CWD 01-2026) and has accepted the
Supplier’s Bid amounting to Two Million Two Hundred Forty-Seven Thousand Three Hundred Forty
Pesos Only [Dho 2 247,240 00), a¢c statad in the Schadule of Raguiremante;

Whereas, CWD has accepted the offer of the SUPPLIER, to deliver and supply on the agreed date
of the above-mentioned goods and services;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises and of the mutual
agreements, hereinafter set forth, it is agreed as follows:

Article ]
SCOPE OF AGREEMENT

It is hereby understood and agreed by both parties that the purpose of this Agreement is to have
a covenant between the SUPPLIER and CWD, which is to provide goods and services and the latter to pay
\ the contract price as agreed upon.

This Agreement shall include all such items_ although nat specifically mentianed. that can he
reasonably inferred as being required for its completion of delivery as if such items were expressly
mentioned herein. Any additional requirements for the completion of this Contract shall be provided in

the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC).



Article Il
PERIOD

That the torm of thic Contract chall be within Forty-Five [48) to Sixty 180) Dave to commence
upon issuance of the Purchase Order and shall be completed after the delivery of the goods, in case of
delay after Sixty (60) Days from the said delivery of goods the same shaii be subject to the condition in
Article VI mentioned hereunder;

Article Il
PROGRESS PAYMENTS

Payments shall he made only upan a certification issued by CWD stating therein that the Gaads
have been rendered or delivered in accordance with the terms of this Contract and have been duly
inspected and accepted. No payment shall be made for services not yet rendered or for supplies and
materials not yet delivered under this contract unless there was a prior agreement reached by both
parties. in order to assure that manufacturing defects shall be corrected by the supplier, a warranty
security shall be required from the contract awardee for a minimum period of three (3) months, in the
case of Expendable Supplies, or a minimum period of one (1) year, in the case of Non Expendable
Supplies, after acceptance by the Procuring Entity of the delivered supplies.

The obligation for the warranty shall be covered by either retention money in an amoun
equivalent to at least one percent (1%) but not to exceed to five percent (5%) for every progress
payment, or a special bank guarantee equivalent to at least one percent {1%) but not to exceed to five
percent (5%) of the total contract price. The said amounts shall only be released after the lapse of the
warranty period, in case of Expendable Supplies after the consumption thereof. Provided, however, that
the supplies delivered are free from patent and latent defects and all the conditions imposed under this
contract have been fully met,

In consideration of payments to be made by the CWD to the SUPPLIER as hereinafter mentioned,
the SUPPLIER hereby guarantees to provide the goods and services and to repair any defect therein in
conformity with the provisions of the Contract.
The SUPPLIER's request for payment shall be in writing, addressed to the General Manager and K
accompanied by an invoice describing, as appropriate, the Goods delivered and/or services performed,
together with the documents submitted pursuant to the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) and upon
fulfillment of other obligations stipulated in this contract.

Payments shall be made promptly by CWD not later than thirty (30) days after submission of an
invoice or claim by the SUPPLIER in accordance with the schedule stated in the SCC.
Article IV
OBLIGATIONS OF PARTIES

Whenever the performance of the obligations in this Contract requires that the SUPPLIER obtains
necessary permits, approvals, import, and other licenses from local public authorities, the CWD shall, if so
needed by the SUPPLIER, make its best effort to assist the latter in a timely and expeditious manner in
complying with the said requirements.

Article V
CONTRACT AWAR

Under this Agreement, words and expressions shall have the same meanings which are
respectively assigned to them in the Condition of Contract referred to.

The following documents shall be deemed to form and be read and construed as part of this
Agreement, to viz.:

a) The Bid Form and the Price Schedule submitted by the Bidder;

b) Bidding Documents;

c) The Entity’s Notification of Award;

d) Performance Bond; and

e) Other contract documents that may be required by existing laws and/or specified in the BDS

Article VI
LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The SUDPDLIER shall deliver the goods procurad within the neriad ac cnecifiad in Article Il heraof,

Liquidated damages shaii be imposed if any or ali of the contracted Goods remain undelivered on
the specified date, including the duly granted extensions.

When the SUPPLIER fails to satisfactorily deliver the goods under the contract within the
specified delivery schedule, inclusive of duly granted time extensions, if any, the SUPPLIER shall be liable
for liquidated damages in an amount equal to one-tenth (1/10) of one percent (1%) of the cost of the
dalayed goode schadulad for delivary for avary day of dalay until such goods are finally delivarad and
accepted by the Procuring Entity. The Procuring Entity need not prove that it has incurred actual
damages to be entitled to liquidated damages. Such amount shaii be deducted from any money due, or
which may become due the SUPPLIER or collected from any securities or warranties posted by the
SUPPLIER, whichever is convenient to the Procuring Entity. n case the total sum of liquidated damages
reaches ten percent (10%) of the total contract price, the Procuring Entity may rescind the contract and
impose appropriate sanctions over and above the liquidated damages to be paid.

If delays are likely to be incurred beyond its control, the SUPPLIER shall promptly notify the
Procuring Entity in writing, providing details of the causes and duration of the expected delay. The
Procuring Entity may, at its discretion, grant a time extension based on meritorious grounds, with or
without the imposition of liquidated damages.

Article VII
PENALTIES

That this Contract shall be subject to the Implementing Rules and Regulations of Republic Act No.
120089 particularly Rule XX! on the Suspension and Blacklisting of bidder.

Article VIII
AMENDMENT

No amendment or addendum on this contract shall be binding on the parties unless in writing
and signed by ar on behalf of each of the parties ar their duly autharized representatives.
